9.00 hrs Circuit Transfers / Champagne Reception

After an early chateau breakfast it is time to head to the circuit and your paddock VIP
base where the drivers and team management will already be in final conference. We like
to think a glass of bubbly is the best way to start race day at the track!

11.00 hrs Final preparations / Historic races

As the crowds arrive, guests will begin to appreciate the sanctuary of their VIP hospitality
base. The morning also offers the opportunity to visit the pits to watch last minute
preparations while soaking up the electric atmosphere as pre-race nervous energy builds.
Out on the circuit the support races begin, usually including one for historic Le Mans cars
(with some equally historic drivers at the wheel), competing hard to entertain the crowd.
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12.30 hrs Hospitality lunch

13.30 hrs Pre-Start Grid Walk

As over 100,000 spectators look down from the start-line grandstands, we join the teams
and their privileged sponsors on the grid at the very centre of the pre-race promotions
and festivities T celebrities, stars and media all side-by-side the cars, drivers race
engineers and team guests.



15.00 hrs i START

The sight and sound of the spectacular 55 car rolling start (the size of two Formula One
grids) with its thunderous sound and heady aroma, is an extraordinary spectacle. We

19.30 hrs Helicopter over-flights and then dinner

As the race settles down our spectacular helicopter over-flights of the circuit begin.
They can not keep up with the cars on the 200mph+ Mulsanne Straight, but they can
cut corners more easily! A superb buffet dinner in your hospitality base will be served
from 19.00 hrs.

19.30 - 21.30 hrs Night time Pit Visits

After dinner at your hospitality base the light eventually begins to fade. And with no
respite in the pace of the action, the circuit takes on a unique and slightly surreal
atmosphere. As the cars thunder on into the night, a visit to the pits is a must before
joining us on an interior shuttle tour of the circuit.

21.30 hrs Shuttle-bus tours

Our VIP shuttle tours begin. In our experience nothing is more spectacular than to
witness these cars just 5 metres from trackside, as they appear headlights blazing and
disappear screaming into darkness. We take you to the most dramatic points around
the 13 km circuit including Mulsanne, Indianapolis and Arnage corners - as well as to
our own private 200mph woodlands viewing area at the very far side of the circuit. Awe
inspiring!
